ANGLIA ART EXHIBITION

NEW IMPETUS FOR ANGLIA ART SHOW AS LEGION AND SCHOOL JOIN FORCES

The annual August Bank Holiday exhibition of paintings held at Brandeston Hall School is to be given a new impetus after 30 successful years. The school and the exhibition’s original organisers, The Earl Soham and District Royal British Legion, are to make it a joint project. Previously the school merely provided the traditional venue for the event.

With the title of Anglia Art marking the new venture, the exhibition will continue to show, by invitation only, over 400 paintings from a hundred Eastern Counties artists.

In addition this year there will be an exhibition of paintings from some of the gifted artists at the school and its sister establishment Framlingham College.

The exhibition will be opened by the High Sheriff of Suffolk, Air Marshall Sir John Kemball KCB CBE DL BA FRAeS at the August 24th invitation only private view.

Thereafter it will extend over the whole succeeding three day holiday, opening from 10am to 6pm with free parking, a £1 entry fee, but no charge for children of 12 years and under.

The Legion’s branch President, Major General Jack Dye CBE MC DL, welcoming the involvement of the school said: “This has to be good news for the ex-servicemen and their dependents in the area who have been substantially helped over the years by the proceeds of the show and which we now confidently expect to be an even bigger success”.
The Master at Brandeston Mr Nigel Woolnough adds: “It is a great pleasure to see the school supporting such a worthwhile cause. What better way could there be than to visit an exhibition of Anglian Art reflecting contributions from the children at Brandeston, the pupils at Framlingham College and the wonderful talent of the local artists”.

The church was full to overflowing, a fitting tribute to one whose love, with that of Geoffrey, her husband, extended to so many people. Her love of others, kindness and generosity of spirit was the essence of Roger Dixon’s address, taken from 1 Corinthians 13 verses 4 – 13, which was read earlier in the service. The passage speaks of facets of God’s love that are the character of God himself: these, Roger said, sparkled in Joan like the light in a cut gemstone. This was mentioned not to parade her many talents and characteristics publicly, which she would not have liked, but instead not only to comfort us in the happy memories we shall always have of her, but also to challenge us, in just the way she would have wanted, to follow the way of Godly love in our own lives. This was exemplified in the patience and kindness which she possessed. He had never heard her trade gossip or speak ill of others. She always looked for the best in them. He spoke of her being a wonderful example of love; bearing, believing, hoping and enduring, all things, which were shown particularly when she was very ill, but still positive and faithful: a great inspiration to her family and friends, especially to those who contributed so much to the service in their tribute to Joan, their readings and their singing. They were our future, and the challenge of love is in what they read, and our calling by the Christian faith to something quite different. By that he meant the following: Jesus died our death and in great agony. He had suffered rejection, hatred, loss – all our human griefs. But he was raised from death by the glory of the Father. He is indeed the Lord of all hopefulness, Lord of all joy. For as he overcame death, he calls us through it, too, to share his life. Joan believed that, and she enjoys it now. As for us, the challenge was set for us by the grandchildren: “smile, open your eyes, love and go on.” The Lord and God of Love calls us to that in this life, so that we may find the greatest depths of his Love hereafter. May Geoffrey, may you all, find strength and comfort in that faith.
After the service we were all invited to Brandeston Village Hall for refreshments which were enjoyed in each other’s company.

PAST EVENTS

DISCUSSION GROUP
A small group met to look at the last of three booklets comparing Kagera in Tanzania with our Diocese.  This time the subject was evangelism and we first sought a definition of the word to evangelise, which means to make acquainted with the Gospel (good news).  It is one of the Five Marks of Mission* to proclaim the good news of the Kingdom (Jesus commissioned his followers to do this) but evangelism has been more linked in recent years with fundamentalist Christians.
We agreed that Christians can show God's loving concern for the whole of people's lives in practical ways, by helping others and "loving our neighbour as ourselves".
In Kagera the population is about 40% Christian and 40% Muslim, but Christian churches are growing rapidly - mostly by the work of lay evangelists - and many churches are being enlarged to accommodate church growth.  In the 2001 census 72% of UK adults described themselves as Christian. On any one Sunday less than 3% of Suffolk 's population attend a church service but people do tend to look to the church at turning points in their lives (like baptisms, weddings and funerals).
The group reflected on what aspects of their faith they could or would wish to share with others.  We also reflected on what gets in the way of people trying to find faith or hear the Gospel message.  
Jesus sought out the poor, unpopular or sick people on the edge of society rather than the powerful.  His message was not only spread by his disciples but by ordinary people "gossiping the Gospel" and telling what they had seen and heard.  In Mark Chapter 5 verse 19 Jesus says "Go home to your family and tell them how much the Lord has done for you".
There is no ONE way of telling the story of Jesus.

* The Five Marks of Mission are:
1. TELL: to proclaim the good news of the Kingdom
2. TEACH: to teach, baptise and nurture new believers
3. TEND: to respond to human need by loving service
4. TRANSFORM:  to seek to transform unjust structures in society
5. TREASURE:  to strive to safeguard the integrity of creation, and sustain and renew the life of the earth.

NEW BISHOP COMES ABOARD

The tenth Bishop of St Edmundsbury and Ipswich is to be the Rt Revd Nigel Stock, Downing Street announced on Monday 21st May. Bishop Nigel arrived in the county at Ipswich’s Waterfront, where he was welcomed by the Bishop of Dunwich, the Rt Revd Clive Young, the choir of St Matthew’s Church of England Primary School, Ipswich and church staff.

Bishop Nigel, 57, comes to Suffolk from the Diocese of Chester where he has served as the Bishop of Stockport for the last six years. “There are obviously many difficult challenges facing the Church at this time,” he says, “But there is a profound joy to be found in embracing the Good News of Jesus Christ. Surrounded by many dark things in the world, I long for the Church to be confident in proclaiming the hope central to the Gospel.”
Born and raised in Newcastle-upon-Tyne, Bishop Nigel has had a varied church career spanning 22 years in parish ministry including five in Papua New Guinea. Presently living in a village on the outskirts of Manchester, Bishop Nigel is a supporter of the work of the Royal Agricultural Benevolent Institution which aids members of the farming community in need. Two years ago he was President of the Cheshire Hedge Cutting and Ploughing match when it came to a farm in his home village.

Welcoming the news the Bishop of Dunwich, the Rt Revd Clive Young said, “Bishop Nigel comes to lead the Diocese at an exciting and challenging time. We look forward to working with him, and assure him of our prayers as he prepares to take up his post.”

Nigel and his wife Carolyne will be moving to Suffolk later in the year. They have three grown up sons. His interests include history, art, walking, photography and watching rugby and football. “Growing up in Newcastle,” says the new Bishop, “You never get Newcastle United out of the blood, but I am looking forward to supporting Ipswich next season.”

Bishop Nigel’s enthronement as the tenth Bishop of St Edmundsbury and Ipswich is likely to take place in the autumn. He succeeds the Rt Revd Richard Lewis who retired in July.
