FROM THE REGISTERS
PAT TEMPLE

Sadly, in last month’s magazine we recorded that, Pat, aged 93, died in Ipswich Hospital on Wednesday 13th September 2006.  There was a service of thanksgiving for Pat’s life in Easton Church on Tuesday 19th September when many people, both relatives and friends, gathered to thank God for her life.  The service was followed by cremation at Ipswich and a reception back at Castellan, Harriers Walk.  In the moving service at church we focussed on the verse “.... be still and know that I am God...” (Psalm 46:10).  We now bring you an obituary of Pat written by her niece, Brigid, but embellished a little by stories given directly by Pat to Steve Bell; thank you both.  As we say farewell to Pat, we pray that she may rest in peace.

Obituary

Patricia Hilda Mary (neé Heathwaite) Temple was born on 17th March 1913, the fifth and youngest child, a second daughter for Matthew and Lily Heathwaite of Burlington Road, Ipswich.  She was born at home.

Pat’s father was an ex-army officer, originally from Lancashire, who settled in East Anglia.  Pat’s mother was Suffolk born and bred.  Sister “Belle” was 4 years older than Pat, then there were three brothers Matthew (8 years older), Redvers (12 years older) and Rupert.  In April 1913, baby Patricia was baptised at St Matthew’s Church in Ipswich.

At the age of 5, Pat attended St Matthew’s Church of England School and eventually won a scholarship to the Ipswich Municipal Secondary School.  Faith played an important part in Heathwaite family life.  Pat was confirmed at St Mary Elms Chruch Ipswich on 10th December 1929.  Excelling at school, she was recommended for teacher training.  However her parents did not approve so, unphased, she launched into secretarial work.

At the age of 18, she went for a (forbidden) ride on a boyfriend’s motor bike to Dedham for tea and a trip on the river, where she fell in!  The return journey was chilly, but she managed to sneak indoors without being seen.  Another time her father spotted her in Ipswich with a different boyfriend, but sister Belle lent her a coat and hat so that when she came home she could claim it must have been someone else her father had seen!

However, Pelham was soon to become the only love of her life.  Pelham Walter Temple and Pat quickly fell in love, but war came between them with Pelham in the thick of danger in the Navy.  To hide her fears in Pelham’s long absences, Pat made yards and yards of fine crochet to decorate the linen in her bottom drawer.  In November 1939 they married by special licence in St Mary Elms Church, Ipswich. After a decade or so they eventually settled in Castellan Avenue, Gidea Park where they attended St Michael’s Church every Sunday.  

In 1944, the marriage was blessed with a beautiful child, a daughter - Rosemary Isobel - who tragically died in 1953 of a brain tumour.  Only a parent can know the tragedy of such a separation and they both had different ways of coping.  Pat’s way was to “be still”.

Pat had a lovely nature and many hidden talents.  She wrote poetry, adored flower arranging, loved entertaining and socialising and was a wonderful cook.  In fact she often said she would have liked to cook professionally.  She won many prizes for cake decorating and was a keen member of the Townswomen’s Guild at Gidea Park.  With her keen sense of humour, she would make people laugh with the tale of how she entered the “Best Marmalade” competition, then discovered she was short of time and so used a tin of “Marmade” (manufactured marmalade).  To disguise the obvious Marmade flavour, she added a dessertspoon of black treacle.  She decorated the jar lid, prepared a home-made label and - shades of “Calendar Girls” - won first prize!

Pat and Pelham moved to Easton around 35 years ago.  Pat loved the village and their bungalow “Castellan” in Harriers Walk and the couple entered into village life with great enthusiasm.  Pat joined Framlingham Flower Club and the Village Association and eventually became Vice President of both the Cricket Club and the Bowls Club.  She was a loyal member of the congregation of All Saints until old age and infirmity prevented her from attending church.  Undaunted, she invited friends to join her for Holy Communion at home.  She was a regular communicant until her latest illness a few weeks ago.

Thank you, Pat (“dear Auntie Pat”), for letting us share some part of your life.  Go forth dear Christian soul into the stillness and the glory you deserve, reunited with your loved ones in the presence of the Lord.

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PAST EVENTS
KETTLEBURGH PARISH PLAN

Following a successful meeting on 3 October, when more than 40 people attended, Kettleburgh has voted in favour of carrying out its own Parish Plan.  

The meeting began with refreshments and an introduction from the Parish Council Vice Chairman, Rob Booth.  Annette Gray from Suffolk ACRE explained the purposes and benefits of a Parish Plan.  They are summarised as follows: 

· A means of engaging with the community and finding out its views

· Providing solutions to local problems

· Linking social, economic and environmental issues

· Feeding into the Local Development Framework (replacement for the Local Plan)

· Liasing with the Local Strategic Partnership (which helps to bring services to the community)

· Enhancing community spirit

· Catering for the needs of the young and elderly

· Providing backing for funding

Steve Brown from Suffolk Coastal Planning Department provided more details of the planning framework and explained how a Parish Plan can give the District Council insight to local issues 

and concerns. An open forum followed, giving villagers the opportunity to ask questions, before the vote was taken. A large majority of the meeting was in favour of producing a Parish Plan.

A Village Plan is a community project.  Its main source of information is a house to house questionnaire, devised by a steering group.  The project attracts grant funding from local and national bodies, with a 5% contribution from the Parish Council.  The Parish Council has agreed to support the findings of the Plan.  Once the questionnaire has been completed and analysed, its findings are presented to the village and an action plan is developed.  

Those present at the meeting were invited to complete a short form, giving details of how they would like to be involved.  The following villagers have offered to form the steering group:

Trevor Butcher, Patrick Garland, Liz Marzetti, Robert Marzetti, Julie Seymour.

Following a workshop in mid October, the steering group will begin to establish the aims and objectives of the project and seek the necessary funding.  If you have offered to support the project in any way, expect to hear from a steering group member soon.  If you missed the meeting, but would like to be involved, it is not to late to register an interest.  Once the steering group has elected a chairman, there will be publicity about ways of getting involved and who to contact.  You can also begin to think about issues that concern you in Kettleburgh. Now is the time to make a real difference.
